Jorge Salas, President of the South America Modern Pentathlon Confederation, said: “There is 
great enthusiasm in Bolivia for our sport and it has increased with the extensive TV coverage of 
Modern Pentathlon in the 2018 ODESUR Games.”

The Global LRCT took place in parks, stadiums and iconic urban venues in 60 cities around the 
world in 2017, with more than 15,000 participants.
