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OZYUKSEL (TUR) WINS TOP AWARD 
FOR ‘CONTRIBUTION TO OLYMPIC 
VALUES’
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Modern pentathlete Ilke Ozyuksel was honoured with the Mustafa V Koc Sports Award, one of the 
most prestigious prize in Turkish sport, at a glittering ceremony in Istanbul on September 24.

Ozyuksel, 22, won her fourth UIPM Pentathlon World Cup medal in 2019 and set a new women’s 
world record for the Laser Run component of Modern Pentathlon during the European 
Championships in Bath, Great Britain.

Her award was presented by International Olympic Committee (IOC) Vice-President Prof Dr Ugur 
Erdener, who is also President of the Turkish Olympic Committee, and IOC Athletes Committee 
Chair Kirsty Coventry.
