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2ND FISU WORLD UNIVERSITY 
CHAMPIONSHIPS MODERN 
PENTATHLON TO BE HELD IN KAUNAS 
(LTU) IN 2024
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Student athletes will become pioneers in Obstacle Laser Run when the 2nd FISU World University 
Championships Modern Pentathlon takes place in Kaunas (LTU) in 2024.

The competition was inaugurated in Budapest (HUN) in 2018 with the intention of being hosted 
every four years, before the COVID-19 pandemic interrupted the sequence. Two-time senior world 
champion Elena Micheli of Italy and Tokyo 2020 Olympic silver medallist Ahmed Elgendy of 
Egypt were among the individual medallists in 2018.

Obstacle Laser Run is one of several new multi-sport permutations enabled by the integration of 
Obstacle into Modern Pentathlon, providing a highly accessible and dynamic format.

“We know that the sport is under a critical renovation process, and we are proud to support the 
UIPM in its efforts to move Modern Pentathlon to the next level. This championship is another 
fantastic opportunity to evaluate the recent changes and find any possible room for improvement.

“FISU is pleased to assist development efforts proposed by our partners, the international 
federations, by testing rules, new sports equipment, new technologies, results systems or even 
new disciplines in our events. This is the case with UIPM and is a clear example where FISU 
supports innovation in the sport through a fruitful partnership with its stakeholders supported by 
the FISU family.
